Fr. Stevebs Prayer for Consideration:

-Coll ect for Palm Sunday

With the celebration of Palm Sunday this weekend, we begin the holiest week of the entire year,
the week in which we celebrate the great events of our salvation- the suffering, death and resurrection of
our Lord Jesus Christ. This week, Holy Week, is truly the center of the entire Church year, and the Masses
of this week demonstrate that. Today, we join the crowds of Jerusalem in welcoming Jesus as our Messiah
and Lord, offering Him our worship and praise. And yet we also know that our Lord’s cruel suffering and death is just days away.
But of course, so is our Lord’s victorious resurrection! Therefore, | encourage all of us to try our best to participate in the holy
celebrations on Holy Thursday, Good Friday, Holy Saturday night and Easter Sunday (referred to collectively as the Sacred
Triduum). Of course, strictly speaking, we are only required to participate at Mass on Easter (either by attending the Easter
Vigil Saturday evening or Easter Sunday morning Mass). But | guarantee you that if we make the effort to participate in all the
celebrations of the Sacred Triduum, it will only serve to enhance our celebration of Easter on Sunday!

The opening prayer above for Palm Sunday beautifully draws our attention to a very important principle of our faith: by
willingly undergoing His suffering and death for our sake, Jesus has redeemed suffering itself and changed it from meaningless
pain into an opportunity for growing in holiness and making a powerful sacrifice. Jesus saved us through His suffering. And so,
since He calls us to follow Him and imitate Him in this life, we believe that our suffering can have meaning too. Of course, when
we encounter physical or mental illness, we certainly should do all that we reasonably can to remedy it through medical means.
But as we all certainly know, sometimes, despite our best efforts to be delivered from pain and suffering, even modern medicine
is not capable of taking away all pain in life. And it is at those times that we can make a choice to imitate our Lord by trying with
His help to patiently bear suffering, trusting that it will draw us closer to Jesus, and that if we offer our sufferings to Christ, it can
be a powerful form of prayer. Below is a simple example of a prayer that we could say in the midst of suffering to unite our
suffering with that of our Lord Jesus’, and to “offer it up” for the sake of others. God bless you, and know of my prayers for all
parishioners during this holiest of holy weeks! ~F r . Steve

“Lord Jesus, | ask you to heal me of this pain/suffering that | am experiencing. But as long as | shall continue to experience it, |
want to unite my suffering to yours. So | offer my suffering today as a sacrifice of prayer for N (here mention the person that you
wish to pray for). Help me to patiently bear my sufferings as You did on Calvary, and may they lead me always closer to You.
Amen.”
