Continuing now what has been the latest series of bulletin articles this year in which | attempt
to unpack the beautiful and spiritually complex Collect (opening prayer), our Collect for this Third
Sunday of Easter is striking in its beauty and its rich theology. | would like to simply point out a few
things for us to consider. First, let’s ponder the phrase “renewed youthfulness of spirit.” | think that
all of us have probably reflected on the fact that no matter how old we may become, in our minds
and hearts, we f e teelsame as we did when we were eighteen, even if our bodies tell us that we are a long ways from
eighteen. In my mind, in my outlook on life, in my everyday experience, I-myself, don’t feel olderinmy s p i Ifekl the
same interiorly as | did when | was eighteen, even though now | am thirty-five. My parents have said similar things -
interiorly they feel the same now in their mid-sixties as they did when they were in their twenties. Have you ever reflected
on why that is this case? It's because while our bodies are subject to aging and decay, our souls are not. Our souls are
eternal, everlasting, and ageless. They will live on after death, and they do not age or die. That’s why | feel in my person-
hood to be the same age as | always have been even though my body tells me that | am not as young as | once was.

This first line of the Collect acknowledges this truth- Easter renews our youthfulness of spirit. Why? Because with
Jesus’ death and resurrection for our sake, our souls now have the possibility of living foreveri n  h eRamember, one
of the most important results of Jesus’ death and resurrection is that He has opened for all humanity the gates of Heaven,
which had previously been closed to all humanity due to sin. So now that Heaven is available to us, our souls have incredi-
ble reason to rejoice because now death is no longer a sentence of everlasting separation from God, but rather, death is a
bridge to a new and infinitely more fulfilling, happy and peaceful existence in Heaven than would ever be possible here on
earth.

The Collect also reminds us that we should be rejoicing “in the restored glory of our adoption.” Again, the celebra-
tion of Easter reminds us that through Jesus’ death and resurrection for us, He has restored our relationship with God and
reconciled the human race to God the Father, making it possible for us once again to be the adopted sons and daughters of
God Himself. Now, | want you to pause and think about the profoundness of this for a moment. You, yourself, through
your Christian baptism, and due to the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ, you have been adopted by God the Father as
His very own son or daughter. You belong to Him, and He to you! We use the word “adoption” to refer to our relationship
with God because through the reception of Christian baptism, we have truly been received into the family of God. God
becomes our Father, Christ Jesus our Brother, Mary our mother, and the saints our brothers and sisters.

And so because of this adoption through our baptism, which was made possible by the death and resurrection of
Jesus Christ, we now have tremendous reason for a great and confident hope that if we remain faithful to God and to His
Church in this life, an eternal life of unending happiness, love, contentment and rejoicing awaits us. God has made us His
own sons and daughters through the death and resurrection of Jesus and through the waters of baptism. Let us then live
that reality by faithfully following Jesus everyday, looking forward to that day when all will be made new- the day of our
own resurrection in Heaven! God blessyou! ~F r . Steve
